Specific Hazards Arising from the Product

Highly flammable liquid and vapour. Can ignite at room temperature. Releases vapour that can form explosive mixture
with air. Can be ignited by static discharge. May travel a considerable distance to a source of ignition and flash back to
a leak or open container. See Section 9 (Physical and Chemical Properties) for flash point and explosive limits. May
accumulate in hazardous amounts in low-lying areas especially inside confined spaces, resulting in a fire and/or health
hazard. Closed containers may rupture violently when heated releasing contents.

Special Protective Equipment and Precautions for Fire-fighters

Evacuate area. Fight fire from a safe distance or a protected location. Knock down vapours or gases with water fog or
fine water spray.
